Bihar took a big leap
towards Green Energy by
signing an agreement
with Satluj Jal Vidyut
Nigam (SJVN) Limited on
Thursday for setting up
200 MW grid connected
solar power project,
which is in line with
ambitious programme of
Chief Minister Nitish
Kumar’s ‘Jal Jeevan
Hariyali Mission’. The
two units totalling to 200
MW—one of 75 MW in
Banka and other of 125
MW in Jamui—would be
set up under the agree-
ment. The cost of power
generated from 200 MW
solar plants would be Rs
3.11 per unit.The agree-
ment was signed
between Bihar State
Power Holding Company
Limited (BSPHCL), North
Bihar Power Distribution

Company Limited
(NBPDCL), South Bihar
Power Distribution
Company Limited (SBPD-
CL) and SJVN Limited in
the presence of Bihar
Energy Minister Bijendra
Prasad Yadav, Chairman-
cum-Managing Director
(CMD) Sanjeev Hans,
Managing Directors
NBPDCL Prabhakar and
SBPDCL Mahendra
Kumar and Director
(Finance), SJVN, AK
Singh. Speaking on the
occasion, Energy
Minister said Bihar had

immense scope of solar
power generation and
SJVN, being a govern-
ment organisation,
should explore more
opportunities in the
state. “This project
would generate 42 crore
units every year. Besides
this, through Bihar State
Power Generation
Company Limited (BSPG-
CL) 250 MW solar power
plant would be set up in
Kajra (Lakhisarai) and
200 MW in Pirpainty
(Bhagalpur), which
would be equipped with

battery storage system,”
he announced. The CMD
said Bihar was moving
ahead towards raising its
capacity for manufactur-
ing of more solar power.
“Under an agreement
through Bihar
Renewable Energy
Development Agency
(BREDA), agency has
been selected for setting
up 250 MW solar power
plant, out of which 200
MW would be imple-
mented by SJVN. For
remaining 50 MW an
agreement would be

signed soon,” he said. At
present 130 MW solar
power plant is functional
in Bihar, which is gener-
ating 23 crore units.
“When fully functional,
all the units would gen-
erate about 830 MW
solar power,” Hans
said.Director (Finance)
SJVN, AK Singh after
signing of the agreement
said the deadline for con-
struction of the two solar
units at Banka and
Jamui was December
2023. “But we assure the
Bihar government that

we will maintain our rep-
utation of completing
project before the dead-
line and hand it over to
the government by
August 2023,” he
said.Singh, hailing from
Siwan, requested the
Energy Minister to give
more projects for Green
Energy to SJVN. Lauding
the support of Bihar gov-
ernment, he said, “The
officials in Bihar were
very cooperative. This
helps us in easy imple-
mentation of the pro-
jects.”

Gadkari had recently
said the companies
found negligent will be
penalised and a recall of
all defective vehicles will
be ordered after the
expert panel submits its
report.
The government had
ordered a probe last
month after an e-scooter
launched by ride-hailing
operator Ola’s electric
mobility arm engulfed in
fire in Pune.
The Centre for Fire
Explosive and
Environment Safety
(CFEES) had been asked
to probe the circum-
stances that led to the
incident and also sug-
gest remedial measures,
according to the road
transport ministry.

Panel probing incidents of fire
in electric two-wheelers to
submit report on May 30

Kolkata, The West
Bengal cabinet on
Thursday approved a
proposal to make the
chief minister the chan-
cellor of state-run uni-
versities, in an apparent
bid to clip the wings of
the governor on the
matter. Education
Minister Bratya Basu,
while briefing journal-
ists after the cabinet
meeting held at state
secretariat, said the pro-
posal would soon be
introduced in the state
assembly in the form of
a bill.
"Today, the state cabinet
gave its consent to the
proposal to make the
chief minister the chan-
cellor of all state-run
universities in place of
the governor. This pro-
posal will soon be intro-
duced as a bill in the
assembly," Basu said.
The governor is at pre-

sent the ex-officio chan-
cellor of 17 state-run
universities in the state.
The Raj Bhavan
remained silent on the
state government's deci-
sion and calls to
Governor Jagdeep
Dhankhar went unan-
swered.
Dhankhar has been at
loggerheads with the
Mamata Banerjee gov-
ernment in the state on
several issues since
assuming charge as the
governor in July 2019.
In December last year,
the governor had
expressed anguish over
chancellors and vice-
chancellors of private
universities not attend-

ing a meeting called by
him at his official resi-
dence. They had
expressed inability to
attend the meeting cit-
ing the COVID-19 situa-
tion.
Dhankhar had faced a
similar situation in
January 2020 when
vice-chancellors of
state-run universities
were invited for a meet-
ing. He had alleged that
the state government
was making appoint-
ments to the vice-chan-
cellor post in various
universities without con-
sulting the chancellor,
and he is being forced to
take strong view of such
d e v e l o p m e n t s .
Dhankhar had then said
that there was a need to
revisit all the appoint-
ments and called for
focus on improving the
educational environ-
ment in the state.

Dushanbe, India was
and is an important
stakeholder in
Afghanistan, National
Security Adviser Ajit
Doval said on Friday and
called for enhancing the
capability of the war-
torn country to counter
terrorism and terrorist
groups which pose a
threat to regional peace
and security.
Speaking at the 4th
Regional Security
Dialogue on Afghanistan
in Tajikistan's capital
Dushanbe, Doval said
that India has historical
and civilisational rela-
tions with Afghanistan
and New Delhi has
always stood by the peo-
ple of Afghanistan and it
will continue to guide

India's approach.
"The special relation-
ship with the people of
Afghanistan over cen-
turies will guide India's
approach. Nothing can
change this," Doval told
the meeting which was
attended by his counter-
parts from Tajikistan,
Russia, Kazakhstan,
Uzbekistan, Iran,
Kyrgyzstan and China.
While discussing the sit-
uation in the war-torn
country and the region
with his regional coun-
terparts here, Doval
emphasised that India
was and is an important
stakeholder in
Afghanistan.
The top security offi-
cials, who discussed the
situation in Afghanistan

and the region, high-
lighted the need to find
constructive ways to
ensure peace and stabil-
ity in Afghanistan and
combating risks from
terrorism emanating
from the region, sources
said.
"There is a need for all
present at the Dialogue
to enhance capability of
Afghanistan to counter
terrorism and terrorist
groups which pose a
threat to regional peace
and security," Doval
said. He said the fore-
most priority should be
the right to life and a
dignified living as well
as protection of human
rights of all the people in
Afghanistan.
"Assistance should be

accessible to all, respect
for all obligations under
international humani-
tarian law should be
ensured,” he added.
India has focused on
infrastructure, connec-
tivity and humanitarian
assistance in
Afghanistan over the
decades.
After August 2021, India
has already provided
17,000 MT of wheat out
of a total commitment of
50,000 MT, 5,00,000
doses of Covaxin, 13
tonnes of essential life-
saving medicines and
winter clothing as well
as 60 million doses of
polio vaccine.
Doval also highlighted
the need for representa-
tion of all sections of

Afghan society, includ-
ing women and minori-
ties, so that the collec-
tive energies of the
largest possible propor-
tion of the Afghan popu-
lation feel motivated to
contribute to nation-
building.
"Women and youth are
critical for the future of
any society. Provision of
education to girls and
employment to women
and youth will ensure
productivity and spur
growth. It will also have
a positive social impact
including discouraging
radical ideologies
among youth,” he said.
"With collective efforts
of Regional Dialogue
members, we can help
proud people of

Afghanistan to build a
prosperous and vibrant
nation once again,” he
said. Doval also met his
counterparts from Iran,
Tajikistan, Russia and
other partners in the
Dialogue on the side-
lines of the meeting.
The dialogue is aimed at
firming up a common
approach for practical
cooperation in con-
fronting increasing
threats of terrorism,
radicalisation and drug-
trafficking following the
Taliban's takeover of
Kabul in August last.
India had hosted the
dialogue in November
2021 in New Delhi
which was attended by
eight nations including
Iran and Russia.

New Delhi, Prime
Minister Narendra Modi

"Walking
on the path of minimum
government and maxi-
mum governance, priori-
ty was given to ease-of-
living and ease-of-doing
business," Modi said.
During the earlier gov-

ernments, technology
was considered a part of
the problem and efforts
were made to label it
"anti-poor", the prime

minister said.
"Due to this, there was
an environment of indif-
ference towards the use
of technology in gover-
nance before 2014. The
poor, the deprived, the
middle class suffered the
most," he said.
Technology has helped a
lot in ensuring last-mile
delivery, Modi said.
PM Swamitva Yojana is
an example of how drone
technology is becoming

the basis of a big revolu-
tion, he said, adding that
under it, for the first time
every property in villages
is being digitally mapped
and digital property
cards are being given to
the people.
Modi said the use of
drones would rise in sec-
tors such as agriculture,
sports, defence and dis-
aster management.
'Bharat Drone Mahotsav
2022' is a two-day event

being held on May 27
and 28.
Along with Modi, Civil
Aviation Minister
Jyotiraditya Scindia,
Health Minister Mansukh
Mandaviya, Railway
Minister Ashwini

event.

Poor suffered due to indifference towards tech use in governance before 2014: PM Modi
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Islamabad, Ousted prime
minister of Pakistan
Imran Khan on Thursday
gave a six-day deadline
to the Shehbaz Sharif
government for dissolv-
ing provincial Assemblies
and announcing fresh
General Elections, warn-
ing that if the “imported
government” failed to do
so, he would return to
the Capital with the
“entire nation”.
Addressing a rally of
thousands of protesters
of the ‘Azadi March’ at
Jinnah Avenue here on
Thursday morning, Khan
lashed out at the govern-
ment for using “tactics”
like raids and arrests to
stop his party’s march,
even as he thanked the
Supreme Court (SC) for
taking notice of the mat-
ter.
“The government has
tried every method to

crush our Azadi March,
they used teargas on
peaceful protest, our
homes were raided and
privacy of the homes
were violated, however, I
have seen the nation free
itself of fear of slavery,”
he said.
“My message for the
imported government is
to dissolve assemblies
and announce elections,
otherwise, I will come
back again to Islamabad
after six days,” he was
quoted as saying by the
Geo News.
Noting that there was a
“huge responsibility” on
the Supreme Court
judges, Khan asked
where in a democracy
peaceful protests were
not allowed and demon-
strators had to face tear-
gas shelling, police raids
and arrests.
“I had decided that I will

sit here until the govern-
ment dissolves assem-
blies and announces
elections, but of what I
have seen in the past 24
hours, they (govt) are
taking the nation
towards anarchy,” he
said, claiming that the
government was also try-
ing to create a divide
between the nation and
police.
Khan said the govern-
ment would be happy if
he staged a sit-in in

Islamabad as it would
lead to clashes between
the people and police
and the army, the Dawn
newspaper reported.
He claimed that five
protesters from his
Pakistan Tehreek-e-Insaf
(PTI) were killed in
clashes after the party’s
march, saying that one
had fallen off the Attock
bridge amid tear-gas
shelling and the other
was pushed into the Ravi
river. He said he had also

received information that
three were killed in
Karachi.
“I am again asking the
judiciary to save your
FIA (Federal
Investigation Agency). In
the future, no FIA officer
will investigate the pow-
erful if he will meet the
same end as Dr Rizwan
and Asghar,” he said.
The PTI chief said he and
the entire nation were
looking towards the judi-
ciary after what had hap-
pened during the past 48
hours.
He said he had reached
Islamabad after 30 hours
of travelling from Khyber
Pakhtunkhwa. Following
his six-day deadline
announcement, ex-pre-
mier Khan left for Bani
Gala, leaving behind his
supporters who marched
for hours in anticipation
of a major public gather-

ing and sit-in.
Khan had entered
Islamabad in the early
hours of Thursday and
marched towards D-
Chowk, while the federal
government authorised
the deployment of the
army in the Red Zone to
“protect important gov-
ernment buildings”.
Interior Minister Rana
Sanaullah tweeted a
notification saying the
government was
“pleased to authorise the
deployment” of the army
in the Red Zone under
Article 245 of the
Constitution.
Among the buildings that
will be protected are the
Supreme Court,
Parliament House, Prime
Minister House,
Presidency, Pakistan
Secretariat and
Diplomatic enclaves,” the
notification said.

Ousted PM Imran Khan gives 6-day ultimatum
to Pakistan Govt to announce fresh polls
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New Delhi/Mumbai, The
Narcotics Control Bureau
(NCB) on Friday gave a
clean chit to Aryan Khan,
son of film actor Shah
Rukh Khan, in the
October 2021 'drugs on
cruise' case in which he
was arrested last year.
Officials of the NCB,
which filed its
chargesheet in a Mumbai
court, said Aryan Khan
and five others had not
been named due to "lack
of sufficient evidence".
Asserting that its special
investigation team (SIT)
carried out its probe in
an "objective manner",
the federal anti-drugs
agency said in a state-
ment in Delhi that "the
touchstone of the princi-
ple of proof beyond rea-
sonable doubt has been
applied".
"Based on the investiga-
tion carried out by the
SIT, a complaint against
14 people under various

sections of the NDPS Act
is being filed (before a
Mumbai court).
Complaint against six
other people is not being
filed due to lack of suffi-
cient evidence," it said.

It added that eight peo-
ple were arrested by the
NCB's Mumbai zonal
office on October 2 last
year from the interna-
tional cruise terminal

and the vessel that was
operated by a company
called Cordelia.
The accused were
Vikrant, Ishmeet,
Arbaaz, Ayan, Gomit,
Nupur, Mohak and

Munmun.
"All the accused persons
were found in possession
of narcotics except Aryan
(Khan) and Mohak
(Jaiswal)," the NCB said.
Aryan was arrested in

the case by the NCB on
October 3 last year and
released from jail later
that month after being
granted bail.
The NCB submitted its
chargesheet before the
registry and the special
NDPS court will take cog-
nizance after verification
of the documents.
In March this year, the
special court had grant-
ed the probe agency a
60-day extension to file
the chargesheet.
Arrests in the case were
made by the NCB zonal
office under its former
director Sameer
Wankhede and his team.
On November 6 last year,
the NCB headquarters
removed Wankhede from
the probe and trans-
ferred the case and five
more from Mumbai to a
Delhi-based SIT formed
under its deputy director
general (operations)
Sanjay Kumar Singh.
